AMENDMENT NO. 1 TO AGREEMENT
BETWEEN DISTRICT AND DESIGN-BUILDER

Santa Rosa Middle School TK Classroom Building Project

As contemplated by that certain Agreement dated May 14, 2025, by and between the Santa Rosa
High School District (“District”) and Flint Design Build LLC dba Flint (“Design-Builder”), for
the TK Classroom Building Project at Santa Rosa Middle School and Hilliard Comstock Middle
School (the “Project”), the District and the Design-Builder wish to amend the Agreement as
follows:

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the District and the Design-Builder entered into an Agreement dated May
14, 2025, for the provision of design-build services for the construction of TK Classroom
Buildings at both Santa Rosa Middle School and Hilliard Comstock Middle School; and

WHEREAS, Article 4 of the Agreement provided for payment of Design Services and
Preconstruction Allowances, with the intent that the Parties would amend the Agreement upon
completion of design services to establish the Construction Price; and

WHEREAS, during the design phase, the District determined that it will not proceed with
the Hilliard Comstock Middle School TK Classroom Building, and the Project scope shall be
limited solely to the Santa Rosa Middle School TK Classroom Building; and

WHEREAS, the Design-Builder has completed design services for the Santa Rosa Middle
School TK Classroom Building and submitted a Guaranteed Maximum Price (“GMP”’) Proposal
dated September 24, 2025, which has been reviewed and found acceptable by the District; and

WHEREAS, the Parties acknowledge that Article 4 of the Agreement referenced a Design-
Builder direct fee percentage of 1.923%, but the correct direct fee percentage is 1.0923%, and the
Agreement shall be amended accordingly; and

WHEREAS, Article 5 of the Agreement established that Substantial Completion of the
Work shall be achieved by August 11, 2026, and that the Design-Builder shall be subject to
assessment of Liquidated Damages in the amount of Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) per
calendar day for each day Substantial Completion is delayed beyond such date.

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to amend the Agreement to (i) formally remove Hilliard
Comstock Middle School from the Project scope, (ii) incorporate the GMP and establish the
Construction Price, (ii1) correct the direct fee percentage, and (iv) reaffirm the Substantial
Completion date and liquidated damages provisions in accordance with the terms of the Contract
Documents.

NOW, THEREFORE, the District and Design-Builder agree as follows:



1. Contract Sum
The Contract Sum as defined in Article 4 of the Agreement is hereby amended to establish
the Contract Sum in the amount of Sixteen Million Six Hundred Ninety-Five Thousand Five
Hundred Eleven Dollars ($16,695,511.00), as set forth in the GMP Proposal dated September
24, 2025, attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by reference.

2. Scope of Work
All references to the Hilliard Comstock Middle School TK Classroom Building are hereby
deleted. The Work shall consist solely of the design and construction of the Santa Rosa Middle
School TK Classroom Building.

3. Work Requirements
The “Work” required by this Amendment No. 1 shall include all labor, materials,
equipment, taxes, insurance, bonds, overhead, profit, and costs necessary for completion of the
Project in accordance with the District-approved Construction Documents, as incorporated into
Exhibit A.

4. Contract Time and Liquidated Damages
The Contract Time shall remain as defined in Article 5 of the Agreement. The Notice to
Proceed will be issued following Division of the State Architect (DSA) approval, and Substantial
Completion of the Project shall be achieved by August 11, 2026. In accordance with the
Agreement, the Design-Builder shall be subject to Liquidated Damages in the amount of Two
Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) per calendar day for failure to achieve Substantial Completion by
that date.

5. Direct Fee Percentage
Article 4 of the Agreement is hereby amended to revise the Design-Builder’s direct fee
percentage from 1.923% to 1.0923%.

6. Effect of Amendment
All other provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect and are hereby
reaffirmed. If there is any conflict between this Amendment No. 1 and any provision of the
Agreement or any prior amendment thereto, the provisions of this Amendment No. 1 shall control.

2. Clarifications and Exclusions

Testing and Inspections, Plan Check, Building Permit, and Commissioning are
provided by District.

FLINT has included $30,000 for encroachment permits and minimal traffic control for
the scope of work. Any unused portion of this line item shall be returned to the
District.

Safe-off of utilities, removal or demolition of all modular buildings and associated
ramps, and storage containers indicated for removal in the drawings is excluded from
this GMP. Modular Building #61 removal shall be provided by FLINT.

Restoration of the surface beneath the north modular building shall be excluded from
this scope, other than work specifically identified in the plans.

. Fire lane upgrades of existing pavement, on and off site, which is not shown on the

plans are excluded; assumes fire lane is compliant and excludes redoing fire lane.
FLINT will be providing services based on the SRMS TK — OF-CF OI-Cl
Responsibility Matrix. The District will be responsible for the areas assigned to them
within this matrix.

The District will provide a project arborist as required by the plan notes.

The required percentage of lime treatment beneath the building pads has not yet
been determined, as the geotechnical engineer has not issued a recommendation.
For bidding purposes, FLINT’s grading contractor, Goodfellow Brothers, has
assumed 3.0% lime, as indicated in their proposal, in the amount of $40,800.00.
This GMP includes removal of select parking stalls from the faculty parking lot as
shown on the plans. Removal or striping of any other stalls within this lot is excluded.
Striping and sealing existing pavement outside of the limit of work is not included.
Site and building fire water is not shown on the drawings and is excluded.

L. Design and preconstruction services have been excluded from construction costs.
See the Bid Summary Page for more information.

M. This proposal excludes cost increases due to new or increased tariffs enacted after
the GMP acceptance date. Contractor reserves the right to treat these impacts as a
change order. Adequate back-up shall be provided for such increases and approved
by the District, and if acceptable, shall be approved.

N. Items identified in the bid spreadsheets as “Excluded” have not been included in the
cost of work and shall either be provided by others, included in another increment of
the project, or are not part of the scope of work for this project.

3. Allowances

A. The following allowances have been discussed and accepted for items that have not
been identified in the plans or items that may be encountered during construction or
through DSA approval process. Any additional costs would be funded with District
Contingency. Any unused funds from the allowance shall be returned to the District
Contingency. Allowance usage shall be presented to the District for approval.

a. Allowance 1- Path of Travel Upgrades Allowance (Cost Per Summary Page)

b. Allowance 2- Staff Restroom Allowance (Cost Per Summary Page)

c. Allowance 3- Bid Contingency Allowance for Bid Package 04 Site Concrete
(to cover the significant spread between the low bidder and the rest of the
bidders.)

4. Alternates

A. The following alternates have been provided within the summary sheet at the request
of the district.
a. Alternate 1- Design and addition of (10) exterior windows at K1 and K2
buildings. Includes selective demolition, framing, glazing, flashing, and
patch-back of exterior and interior finishes.

5. Definitions

A. Contractor Contingency:
Contractor Contingency shall be used for costs incurred in the Work from
unforeseen causes or details which should have been anticipated by the
Contractor at the time the District approved the GMP. Such unanticipated
causes or details include, but are not limited to, scope gaps, refinement of
detail within the scope of standards, quality and quantities that are
reasonably inferable from the Construction Documents, the correction of
minor defects not relating to the design, delays in receipt of material due to
the fault of the Contractor, correction in the work, provided the Contractor has
exhausted all reasonable means to obtain correction of the same form the
responsible Trade Contractor, labor and material overruns, and additional
costs relating to Trade Contractor defaults, provided any such default is not

due to the District’s actions or failure to act. Once the Contractor Contingency
has been exhausted, the contractor shall have no further recourse against the
District with respect to any category of cost intended to be covered by the
Contractor Contingency, including, but not limited to, design omissions or for
work defectively performed by the Contractor. Contractor Contingency shall
be presented to the District in the form of a PCO (or other change order
proposal) for review (broken out in the same format as any other PCO) and
approval by the District prior to utilizing.

B. District Contingency:
District Contingency shall be utilized for the payment of additional or modified
work desired by the District, pursuant to the Provisions of the Contract
Agreement, or unforeseen site conditions. Prior to commencing any work
which would result in the utilization of the District Contingency, District and
Contractor shall agree in writing, upon the cost of such work. In the event that
Contractor commences such work without the District and Contractor
agreeing upon the cost for such work or mutually acceptable method for
determining the cost for such work, the Contractor shall be limited to the
District’s good faith determination of the cost of the additional work.

C. DSA Contingency:
DSA Contingency is a provision in the cost estimate that addresses potential
revisions to the original design submitted by an entity, as required by the
Division of the State architect, due to interpretation of code that may result in
additional cost of work, which may be captured during the back-check
submission and subsequent revisions. DSA Contingency shall be presented
to the District in the form of a PCO (or other change order proposal) for
review (broken out in the same format as any other PCO) and approval by
the District prior to utilizing. Any unused portion of this contingency shall be
returned to the District.

D. Allowances:
An allowance is an amount established in the contract documents for
inclusion in the contract sum to cover the cost of prescribed items not
specified in detail. Variations between such amounts and the final determined
cost of the prescribed items will be reflected in change orders appropriately
adjusting the contract sum. Any unused funds from the allowance shall be
returned to the District Contingency. Allowance usage shall be presented to
the District for approval.

E. Allowances and Contingencies:
Allowances and Contingencies shall be used efficiently and expeditiously to
minimize cost and delay to the project. Prior to commencing any work that
would result in the utilization of one of the Contingencies or Allowances, the
Entity shall give the District written notice of its intended use of said funds.
The District shall have the right to object to any said use of funds provided

notice of objection is given to the Entity within a reasonable duration of the
entity’s notice or within shorter time as reasonably stated in that notice, or as
agreed upon based on potential schedule impact. In the event of
disagreement about the use of any said funds, including without limitation,
which funds may be used, the District may direct the Entity to proceed and
direct the Entity which, if any, of the funds Entity may draw against. The
Entity shall promptly comply with such directive and may submit a claim in
accordance with Agreement. If the Entity commences the work without giving
the District the required written notices and opportunity to object, the Entity
shall, for all purposes, be deemed to have waived its rights to compensation
for such work. The Entity shall provide the District with a monthly accounting
of its use of any part of the Construction Contingency and Specific
Allowances. Pricing and record keeping for uses of any Contractor
Contingency or Allowance shall be in accordance with the General
Construction Terms and Conditions and shall be memorialized by a Contract
Draw Authorization (CDA). Allowable payments of Contractor Contingency or
Allowances shall be reflected as increases to the Schedule of Values for the
given month(s). Usage of these allowances and contingencies shall be
presented in a PCO for review and approval. PCO shall clearly identify the
date the response is requested by. A schedule impact evaluation may be
required to substantiate how this impacts critical path.
