Paws For Healing, Inc. is a community-based,
non-profit 501 (c) (3) corporation, primarily
based in Napa, California and serves Napa,
Sonoma and Solano Counties. Paws for Healing
was founded in 1998 and now has over 200
active teams visiting over 160 facilities. These
include hospitals, mental health facilities, special
education classes, adult day care centers, cancer
units, hospice and cancer support groups,
rehabilitation units, and assisted living facilities.
Paws For Reading volunteer teams visit both
libraries and school settings.

Paws for Healing provides a Paws For Reading
literacy program for Solano, Napa, and
Sonoma counties. Reading teams go to
libraries, school classrooms and after-school
programs where children read to a canine
"Reading Buddy." The goal is to provide a
non-judgmental atmosphere in which kids
can read without correction or interruption
and learn not just to read, but to love reading
as well. Additionally, the program creates a
supportive environment for children so that
they may read without correction or
interruption.

The purpose of Paws for Reading is to make
reading an enjoyable experience and to
enhance children's literacy skills through
reading buddies, one-on-one attention,
opportunity and bonus programs. The Paws
for Reading program embraces children with
a canine spirit: kids will do better with a little
extra love, patience and some quality time
with an adult.

Replacement of the Duplicating Department's
existing four high-speed Canon copiers with five
Kyocera copiers.

All other terms and conditions of the supplies
and maintenance contract remain the same.

The Duplicating Department is currently
facing significant challenges with its existing
Canon equipment, resulting in delays, service
interruptions, and inefficiencies that are
impacting staff productivity and District-wide
print operations. To address the issues, KBA is
proposing a new 18-month lease to replace
the current equipment with
high-performance Kyocera devices.

2 × Canon Black & White Copiers (120 ppm
each) – Total B&W Output: 240 ppm
2 × Canon Color Copiers

3 × Kyocera TASKalfa 9003i (Black & White,
90 ppm each)
These units will be networked with full print
and copy capabilities. With KCPS software,
the devices can be linked together, allowing
for simultaneous execution of a single job
across all three units — delivering a
combined output of 270 ppm.

The original District-Wide 3-year Copier &
Maintenance contract (for all 134 copiers,
which includes the existing Duplicating
Copiers) was approved by the Board on
October 25, 2023.
Cost: $37,855.40 monthly ($454,264.80
annually)

Purchasing is currently working with KBA on
a District-Wide assessment, which could
potentially consolidate copiers and right-size
the District's fleet due to ongoing campus
reconfigurations.
