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● Cell Phones
○ Elementary - Don’t recommend any device, nor smartwatch
○ Middle - Must be kept in locker
○ High School - Must use cell phone pouch

● Student Chromebooks Guidelines 
○ Intentional limit to technology and screen time
○ First two-weeks (1% of class time)
○ Up to 120 minutes per week
○ Discontinue one-to-one in second grade (10 per classroom)
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
