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Potential request: Administrative service provider

▪ Currently, OSPI provides services to SBE to support human resources, 
purchasing and contracting, travel, IT and communications 
infrastructure, office space, and other administrative functions

▪ Challenges: Differing needs, additional workload and undue time on 
administrative matters for both agencies, impacts planning

▪ Potential Solution: Alternative approaches to addressing SBE 
administrative support needs, including Small Agency Services and 
other options to streamline operations

▪ Request legislation, joint with PESB, to repeal language saying SBE and 

PESB reside in OSPI for administrative purposes

▪ Potential budget decision package

▪ No changes to policy or governance (purely administrative)

▪ Status: Need additional information to finalize cost calculations and 
decision on preferred approach
