CTE courses are reviewed on a regular cycle of about every three to five years in accordance with State Board of Education policy
SCOS-005. Based on the industry (highly technical or codes/regulations) some course content will change more rapidly necessitating
more frequent reviews. The purpose of course reviews is to research and analyze to validate that course standards still align with
the current business/industry, economic and education environments.

CTE initiates a Curriculum Acquisition process with discovery, research and justification, standards development, resource and
materials alignment, equipment and technical guidance, professional development planning, and proof of learning alignment.
e CTE courses may be adopted, adapted, developed or updated. Local courses may be approved and offered if the need
exists relative to comprehensive local needs assessment identification.
e CTE operates courses in either pilot, field test, or standard status.
e Proof of Learning options are CTE State Assessments (100-item m/c exam), credentials (Federal Measure of Program
Quality), and Performance Based Measurements (in limited pilot).
