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Four Key Metrics  - All Improving
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Case Rates Decreasing Across Age Groups

Case rates are converging across age groups,

as rates among 18 – 24 year olds rapidly decline.

COVID Cases per 100K Population by Age Group
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Vaccine Distribution

• Almost 8.3 million doses administered

• Almost 54% of adults 18 with at least one dose

• Equitable distribution improving

Vaccination in children and 

adolescents

Almost 150,000 12-17 year 
olds have been vaccinated
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• Current policy – Required indoor in school settings 

• Rationale – Population largely unvaccinated

• CDC indicated no changes in school guidance for current school year

Face Covering Policy
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• People 18 and over are eligible to receive any vaccine

• The Pfizer vaccine is authorized for people aged 12+
− Expect to submit data for 2-11 year olds in September

• Moderna’s vaccine is currently authorized for people 18+
− Submitted data for 12- & 17-year-olds to the FDA.  

− Potential expansion of authorization in June

• Moderna and Pfizer clinical trials are underway for children as young as 
6 months. 
− May have results by end of year

• Johnson and Johnson started trials with 16- & 17-year-olds in April
