Have you provided
informed consent to all parents/guardians for the use of this medical device outlining
the risks and benefits?

Did the board know that a WakeMed Pediatric Pulmonologist told me directly that a
child wearing a mask will increase their carbon dioxide (CO2) level and cause the
physiological response of the child's body increasing their respiratory rate? Basically,
the child's lungs will have to work harder and faster to process the excess CO2 they
are inhaling, because their exhaled CO2 is concentrated within the mask and not
fully released into the air.
