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Individual Graduation Plan for the Class of 2023

Educational Services determined that an IGP 3.0 would be necessary to support students in
fulfilling the SRCS requirements to graduate from high school with a 220 credit diploma. These
students are now current 12th grade students, whose first year of high school was during the
2019-2020 school year. Factors that were considered were:
e The COVID-19 pandemic closed schools to in person learning in March of 2020 and
impacted these students who were in their first year of credit bearing courses.
e These same students then were thrust into distance learning for the 2020-2021 school
year as 10th graders, and again, credits and grades were impacted negatively.
e In returning to in person schooling in the 2021-2022 school year, these students were now
juniors and many were often making up core class credits they had not successfully
completed in the two previous years.

Upon close analysis, it became clear that an IGP 3.0 would be a significant support for the
graduating class of 2023, as many of these students were in need of credit recovery in core
classes they had unsuccessfully attempted in previous years. This has had a major impact on
students' ability to take and complete credits in elective courses necessary for graduation.

The IGP 3.0 is offered within the context of the Multi-Tiered Systems of Support
MTSS Framework, and includes students identified for Tier 2 and 3 interventions.

Definition: The Individualized Graduation Plan 3.0 (IGP) is an agreement entered into



by students to flexibly adjust required credit totals for a Santa Rosa City Schools high
school diploma. The IGP 3.0 complies with a-g California State University (CSU) and
University of California (UC) eligibility requirements, which makes a student eligible to
apply to a CSU or UC. UC’s and CSU’s require a grade of “C” or higher for eligibility.
Finally, the IGP is also designed to support students in responding to social-emotional

and academic challenges that have emerged due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

Instructions: Determine if the student requires intervention through the IGP 3.0 to
support graduating in June 2023. Please review the Santa Rosa City Schools
graduation requirements and determine if the IGP should be completed based on the
individual student's particular circumstances, student academic, professional and
individual plans for after high school, and input from the parent/guardian who holds
educational rights. Make sure to refer to the chart for support in understanding what
courses must be taken to meet the credit options, as credits must be accrued in
specific courses to meet graduation requirements.

The counselor, student, and parent/guardian sign the appropriate IGP 3.0
option consent form.
