**Federal Provision** Pursuant to H.R. 7939 – Veterans Auto and Education Improvement 

Act of 2022, service members or the spouse of a service member who are under military 

orders to relocate to North Carolina and are in possession of a current educator’s license 

from another jurisdiction, shall be considered to hold a valid NC educator’s license for the 

duration of such military orders. The following conditions shall apply to this provision:

• the applicant provides a copy of the military orders and documentation of marital status 

(if applicable) to the North Carolina Department of Public Instruction;

• the applicant’s license from another jurisdiction (and all other jurisdictions in which the 

application holds a current license) is current and in good standing;

• the license has been actively used (for employment as an educator) during the two 

years immediately preceding the relocation.

• the license from the other jurisdiction is appropriate for the position in which the 

service member or spouse of the service member will be employed.
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North Carolina Educator Licensure

The military-connected applicant is not issued a NC educator’s 

license under this provision, but the valid out-of-state license allows 

the educator to be paid on the teacher salary schedule. The provision 

will remain in effect until the military orders expire or June 30th of 

that same year, whichever is later.

If a military-connected applicant wishes to obtain a North Carolina 

educator’s license after the terms of this provision expire, the 

applicant must meet all State Board of Education licensure 

requirements in effect at the time of application.
