* Funds are reserved from the State Education Agency’s
(SEA's) Title I, Part A funds to make discretionary grants for
additional school improvement efforts.

« This competition will provide additional fiscal
resources, technical support, and regular school visits to improve
student achievement and ultimately to assist these schools with
exiting the federal identification and status of CSI.
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Eligibility Requirements

To be eligible to apply for IPG — Cohort Il funding,
a Public School Unit (PSU) must:

Have one or more schools identified under the
federally approved definition for CSI

 The CSI school(s) must be identified as Tier Il, which refers
to all schools who were previously identified in 2018—
19 and reidentified in the fall of 2022-23.

* Not currently (or previously) funded as an IPG school.
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IPG Review Process Overview

= Thirty (30) Intent to Apply forms received
= Fifteen (15) applications were completed and reviewed

= Applications reviewed independently by three individuals on an external

review panel
= Scores were averaged to produce one score per application

= Scored applications were placed in “rank order” by SBE Regions to

Identify top application (meeting minimum requirements) in each Region
= Top six (6) applications overall then identified

= Fifteen (15) applications are offered for funding recommendation
