HB 432 Principal Licensure Changes. | Bill Summary | Voted out of Senate Rules

Current Requirements and Duties:
» SBE shall have entire control of licensing of all applicants
« SBE shall adopt rules for the renewal and extension of all licenses

Applicants must:
« Submit a complete application to the SBE

» Pay the applicable fee
« Attain a bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or accredited university
« Complete an accredited school administrator preparation program
» Grandfather clause for those already approved by SBE prior to January 1, 2023
* Have at least four years of experience as a licensed professional educator & one of the following:
 Possesses MSA
» Possesses a Master’s of Education degree in Educational Leadership
« Has completed an add-on licensure program if candidate holds master’s in an education-related field
« Submit a portfolio to the SBE for approval
« Candidates are required to complete an internship that is at least 500 hours in duration

SB 49: Parents’ Bill of Rights

(Part 1 - Overview)

Primary Sponsors are Senators Galey, Lee, and Barnes.
Very similar to a version Senator Berger brought forward last session.

Most of the bill is organizing and updating current general statutes into one document by establish a “Parents' Bill of Rights”
« Which enumerates certain rights of parents related to the education, health, privacy, and safety of their child.

Requires public school units to provide parents with information related to parental involvement in schools, legal rights for
their child's education, and guides for student achievement.

Requires public school units to provide notifications on student physical and mental health, require age-appropriate
instruction on certain topics in kindergarten — 4th grade, and creates remedies for parents to address concerns over
implementation of these requirements.

Requires health care practitioners to obtain written consent from the parent of a minor child before providing treatment.

The bill would require parental review and affirmative consent prior to administration of a protected information survey to a
child by a public school unit.

Last minute Amendment by Rep. Saine to push back the effective date.

SB 49: Parents’ Bill of Rights

(Part 2 - SBE and DPI impact)

» Governing bodies (LEAs and Charter Boards) would be required to adopt procedures to address concerns
about disputes from guardians and a process for resolving concerns within 7 days of notification.

» If the concernis unresolved after 30 days, the public school unit would provide a statement of reasons for lack
of resolution. A parent could then either:

« Request a parental concernhearing before the State Board of Education, and have the matter reviewed by
a hearing officer who would recommend a decision to the State Board of Education.

« Bring a declaratory judgment action for injunctive relief.
» The Department of Public Instruction would develop student services guidelines, standards, and frameworks by

June 30, 2024, and all student support services training for school personnel would be required to adhere to
those requirements

» Party line vote, except one Republican voted against the bill.

HB 618: Charter School Review Board

(Presented to Governor)

Primary Sponsors are Speaker Moore, Rules Chair (Rep. Destin Hall), Reps. Cotham & Willis

The North Carolina Charter School Review Board becomes the initial authorizer of charter schools

State Board of Education establish rules for the operation and approval of charter schools, but those rules must
firstbe approved by the CSRB

« SBE hears appeals from decisions of the CSRB
» Appeals to the SBE may come from an applicant, charter school, or the State Superintendent

« SBE is the final decision-making authority on the approval of charter application, renewals, revocations, and
amendments

« Senate Amendment: Makes Superintendent’s designee an advisory position (like CSAB)

» Senate Floor Amendment for HB 219 (Charter Omnibus) includes staggered appointments for CSRB

HB 574 Fairness in Women's Sports Act. | Bill Summary - Presented to Gov.

« Prohibit male students from playing on middle school, high school, or collegiate athletics teams
designated for females, women, or girls.

« The SBE would be required to monitor middle and high schools for compliance. If the SBE
finds a school in violation, it must report the school to the Joint Legislative Education
Oversight Committee.

« Require a student's sex to be recognized solely based on reproductive biology and genetics at
birth for purposes of athletic participation.

« Create a civil cause of action for students who are harmed as a result of a violation of the bill, or
who are retaliated against for reporting violations. Create a civil cause of action for public school
units that suffer harm as a result of following the requirements of the bill.

« Original version did have biological participation requirements (amended out in the PCS)
« Clarifying and modifying requirements for rules related to interscholastic athletics.

* Requiring the Superintendent of Public Instruction to enter into memoranda of understanding
with administering organizations and oversee middle and high school athletics.

* Requiring administering organizations to meet certain requirements and restrictions related to
oversight of high school interscholastic athletics.

« Make administering organizations a public body under the open meetings law.
« Require public school units to annually report on interscholastic expenses and receipts.

« Require the Superintendent of Public Instruction to study and report on various matters related
to interscholastic athletics.

« Authorizes charter schools to provide remote instruction to students

« SBE “shall review and approve a charter or charter modification for the creation of a remote charter
academy that meets the requirements established for a term of five years.”

« SBE shall approve a minimum of two statewide remote charter academies

« Authorizes a one-year extension to the expiring virtual charter school pilot and provides
enrollment growth and-funding in-the same manneras-other charte hools-fortheremai

thopiles

« The SBE would be required to evaluate the success of remote charter academies based on
school performance scores and grades, retention rates, attendance rates, and for grades 9-12,
high school completion and dropout rates.
