e NOTE: Amplify assessment results are not
comparable to the state’s end-of-grade (EOG) reading
tests, which are administered beginning in the third
grade.

e EOG exams measure a student’s grade-level reading
comprehension.

e mMCLASS assessment measures the essential,
foundational skills students need to become
successful readers. Data is used to identify potential
reading risk factors to inform instruction as a child
moves from learning to read across the continuum to
reading to learn.
