1. As previously noted, our SBAC scores in English Language Arts continues to be poor. We will need to increase our 

interventions and decrease the size of our intervention groups when possible to give more individualized support. We 
will do this through our use of instructional aides, small groups, our TOSA and reading specialists, use of 
supplemental programs on top of our curriculum such as LexiaCore5        

2. We need to provide more rigorous standards for students and give supports at home to aid students in increasing 
comprehension levels. To do this, we will continue to fund a reading specialist to work with students that are struggling 
most. We will increase our focus on DOK3 and DOK4 rigor for our 3rd-6th grade students, and we will provide 
materials for students to read at home to increase opportunities to read at home.
