The training focus is the research and theory
of the GLAD Model, second language
acquisition, brain research, cultural
sensitivity and respect, classroom
implications and applications. All strategies
will be integrated with California State
Standards/Common Core State Standards
with a focus on English Learners. There is also
a focus on Social-Emotional Learning
integration. An in person demonstration will
take place over three consecutive days
observing the secondary GLAD strategies in
action, with a coach to guide the lessons.
Time to plan lessons with the trainers and
colleagues will be provided on the
demonstration days. A 12-hour refresher will
be provided for staff to support
implementation.

GLAD training has occurred in SRCS since the
2013-2014 school year. This training will
support a cohort of secondary teachers, EL
Specialists and administrators to learn
research based theory and instructional
strategies focusing on English Language
Development. Project GLAD is a strong
professional development opportunity that
positively impacts teacher practice and
student learning.

Classroom observations of trained staff and
English Language proficiency growth of
students will be monitored to evaluate
growth and success of training. Students will
show one to two level growth as measured
by ELPAC assessment in the Spring 2024
