The students will be able to network with other students with
similar interests and gain knowledge they can bring back home to strengthen their projects for
the rest of the year until county fair.

BBQ, served at local functions to earn monies, our boosters and Agriculture budget has
supported them in reducing costs and the FFA various fundraising events planned throughout the
year.
